WHATõS IN  A  NAME ? | BY SOL  AWEND  

How important is a name? Depends. 

 
If youõre a regular American, your parents might have given you a name based on a 

whim or some flight of fancy naming you for a object in nature. If youõre Jewish, it's a 
more thought provoking and deliberate process of determining one's name. Usually 

one is given a name after a loved one who has passed away to keep that person's 
memory alive. Also in the name is the mother and father's Hebrew name.  

 
In this world of account numbers, and long lines to have a name special to you based on your 

heritage is special indeed. It makes you an individual, makes you one of a kind. You are who you 
are, and are supported by the strength of who your parents are. You are identified as a particular 

individual called to the Torah. And when you go for your aliyah, your "family" goes with you. 
 

But sometimes bad things happen to good people, paraphrasing Rabbi Kushnerõs book. 
 

What does a Jew do when caught in a terrible crisis? 
 
For some 2,000 years Jews have developed the practice of changing one's name and, in effect 

becoming another person. The reasons for doing so are convoluted and complex. Some say it has 
to do with atonement, or "wiping one's slate clean".  Others say that changing a name is a way to 

reconnecting with Ha Shem and community. It becomes a way, through our tradition to express 
our deepest personal yearnings, hopes and wishes for a safe recovery from our critical problems. 

 
We had such a ceremony in our congregation recently. 

 
It was for Berta and Nahum Kipnis' son Alexander. It seems he is fighting a terrible struggle with 

cancer and needs all the help he can get. And so a minyan was called together for an evening 
service. Rabbi Ettedgui recited passages of healing comfort, along with prayers to send recovery. 

The Torah was taken and placed on the Bimah, a sign of supreme respect. And then Alexander's 
Hebrew nameYishayahu ben Bat Sheva  was changed to Raphael-Yishayahu ben Bat Sheva. 

Raphael  being connected to the Hebrew word Refuah or healing.  
 

This ceremony was performed once before for the Kipnis family. It seems their granddaughter 
Rebecca had a life threatening heart ailment. It was so bad, only a transplant could save her life. 
Miraculously a donor was  found. Her named changed from Rivkah Leah bat Chana  to Chaya Mazel 

bat Chana. The surgery was performed, Ha Shem intervened and today she is bright and vibrant. 
 

Can changing a name really help? We've been doing it for some 2,000 years and if 
it's beshert  God intervenes. In the case of the Kipnis family, faith and belief are strong. The wishes

and hopes of our Synagogue family, as well as the mystical wisdom of our wonderful Rabbi 
form  a powerful bond. It is with that bond we hope for Raphael Yishayahu be Bat Sheva's  recovery. 

 
Naum Kipnis' Hebrew name is Nahum, with the Yiddish version being  Nuhum, which was the name 

that appeared on his birth certificate. Since Jewish names were suspect and marked their name 
bearers for discrimination, if not worse, Nahum was called Naum. It is a Russian version of his Jewish 

name and appeared on all his legal documents, including his exit visa. 
 

When the Kipnis' arrived to America, the litany of applications for driver's license, SSN and a host of 
others began. He was told to use the name on his visa, because it was the only one that would match 

who he was before coming to the U.S. As time went on, he changed his name wherever he could 
without ruffling feathers, even changing his Social Security number; no small feat. Proud of who he 

really is, he wants to be called NAHUM, thereby eradicating any reminder of his Russian past.

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REFLECTIONS  |  BY: RABBI  AVIGAIL  NORD

Elsewhere in this newsletter you will see the schedule for High Holidays. Already! Or 

shall I say, òOy!ó?  It seems that only yesterday the snow was finally melting and those 

who fly south for the winter (birds and people alike) were returning. Now, so soon, 

the fall flowers are beginning their season, and the snowbirds are plotting their 

escape. Once again our thoughts are turning to the sweetness of gathering with family 

and friends at synagogue and at home to celebrate the upcoming holidays.  

 
Yet, this season of the Jewish year is not all honey cake and hugs. As Jews we are 

encouraged to look deeply into ourselves, a bittersweet journey of self-examination 

and discovery. Where we have fallen short in the past year? Who have we harmed? 

What are we hanging onto that we need to leave behind? We ask forgiveness from specific individuals for 

specific acts or specific omissions, and, we hope, receive the relief of a full pardon. 

 
Truly, each of us could have done better in 5774. But there is another side to this picture. Maimonides 

teaches us (Hilchot Teshuvah 3:1-3): òEvery man has both sins and sources of merit. If his merits are 

greater than his transgressions, he is considered to be entirely righteous.ó In the course of your self-

reflection, I also encourage you to acknowledge and give thanks to G-d for your successes, however 

small or large - temptations overcome, kindnesses done, confidences kept, strangers welcomed, insults 

ignored, judgment avoided. Both sides of this equation of honest self-examination are important to our 

spiritual growth.  

 
In my work as a Spiritual Counselor, I see many who are afflicted with unresolved guilt, anger, fear, 

shame, resentment, and the like. These can be crippling emotions, preventing one from living fully the life 

that G-d intends. Our tradition gives us a means to move in the direction of health and wholeness, and 

gives us a deep motivating power to inspire that healing. 

 
We are told in Deuteronomy 6:5, the verse immediately following the Shema, òYou shall love the Lord 

your G-d with all your heart, with all your soul and with all your strength.ó This is the epicenter of 

Judaism - our full-bodied, open-hearted, soul-felt commitment to Adonai, a relationship expressed in day-

to-day life by the quality of our relationships with each other, with ourselves, and with this beautiful 

planet.  

 
There are many ways to express oneõs Judaism. Some Jews focus on family or on culture, others are 

passionate Zionists, others emphasize ritual and study, others focus on an intimate relationship with G-d, 

as expressed traditionally in Kabbalah. Whatever the primary expression of Judaism in your life, the 

foundational truth is the same, expressed in one little word ð תבהא , which in English is a phrase: òYou 

shall loveó. Herein lies the power of teshuvah, of repentance, the road to transformation and a sweet new 

year.
