As | went through my days, | tried to be present to the divinity in everything. In our busy lives, that is
not often in our consciousness.

We spoke about being created in the image of God and to be aware that if we are critical of ourselves,
we were doing a dis-service to God.

Kabbalah also teaches us that though we experience the multiplicity of the world on a material level,
we can also experience the oneness of all

I f your parents were Holocaust s
weddings, you would always hear someone say before the night was over,
oWake up, Hitl er, and see what vy
event was held in a beautiful venue, attended by well-dressed people
celebrating with laughter and gaiety, sprinkling Yiddish into their
conversations. Sadly, so many of those brave people have passed on, but have
left their children with a marvelous legacy.

Today, many of our friends and members from the former Soviet Union have come to Sharei
Chesed in an effort to rejoin a Jewish past that was broken and torn asunder. Not only did they
live thru and survive the murderous Holocaust, but they then had to live thru the oppression of
the Stalin regime and its vicious behavior, denying Jews their right to practice Judaism.

Our small but mighty congregation has been an

important catalyst in their return to an active Jewish life. Young families have joined our shul and

made a valiant attempt to practi ce -ratyrédddi k

MRA i WORKING FOR RACIAL JUSTICE AND SPEAKING TRUTHFULLY
ABOUT |SRAEL

(Rabbi ds Note: As you know there has been a | ot
country, spearheaded by the activities of the Black Lives Matter movement. While the Minnesota

Rabbinical Association and most members of the Jewish community stand for racial justice and racial
equality, we are horrified by the anti -Israel attitude that some of these groups have taken against Israel.

The MRA has issued a statement regarding this subject which we bring to you in its entirety. As a member of
Sharei Chesed Congregation, we need you to speak up whenever you can against those who demonize Israe
fi Rabbi Avraham Ettedgui)

"Lo alecha hamlacha |Iigmor, v&6lo ata bein horin |
finish a task, but one is not free to disengage from it" (Pirke Avot 2:21)

We wrrite this reflection with sorrow. Our commitment to Israel and to truth is being tested in the public square
against our commitment to racial justice. Calling Israel genocidal and an apartheid state is offensive and grossly
inaccurate. It also indicates a failure of dialogue about Israel in progressive circles. This reflection is meant to help our
community talk about how to continue the work for racial justice in the United States, stand clearly against
falsehoods about Israel, and commit ourselves to opening doors to partnership when possible.

As rabbis we are often asked to offer moral clarity. Ve stand on the side of racial justice and racial equality. That
fight has been something that the American rabbinate and the organized Jewish community have been engaged in for
the better part of a century. National and local Jewish organizations and countless numbers of individual Jews
continue to engage in myriad ways to address the systemic causes of racism. Indeed the American Jewish community
has a long and treasured history of standing shoulder to shoulder with the African-American community in countless
numbers of actions designed to address the root causes of inequality in our society. It is a moral issue that we as
rabbis today continue with renewed responsibility. Torah and the voice of generations of rabbis teach that human
dignity is non-negotiable and that the indignity suffered by any one person or group pains our entire community and
nation.

At the same time and with no apology, we reject any statement that suggests that the Jewish people in our national
homeland are engaged in genocidal acts against anyone. That lie must be denounced in the strongest language
possible. There are many Israeli governmental decisions with which each of us take issue. And indeed we have been
vocal in our communities about them. We have all worked for and promoted a two-state solution where the
legitimate aspirations of both Palestinians and Israelis are realized. Labeling Israel as a genocidal state, when the facts
counter this completely and the effect is to render truth meaningless, is shocking. Endorsing calls to end foreign aid
and to engage in economic boycott and divestment hurts Palestinians even more than Israelis and makes the dream
of a two state solution even more complicated.

For us as rabbis, we look to the coming New Year with profound concern and with hope. We are concerned that
Jews will forget that the battle for inclusion in our society is one to which we must remain committed. Our own fight
to address anti-semitism in our society and to find allies with whom we could work to eliminate it, mandates that we
now must also work even stronger to fight to eliminate racial bias in society writ-large as well. Hate is hate and it
must stop now. And we stand firm and united in opposing those voices who seek to denigrate either or both the
Jewish people and the Jewish State. These causes are not mutually exclusive and we will continue our work and our
commitment to both. We pray that the coming year is a year of peace and reconciliation.
